Philipsburg, St. Maarten

See & Sea

Approximate Duration: 3 ¥2 hours Level 1, Family Recommended

This tour combines the best St. Maarten has to offer, both on land and beneath the ocean's surface. Depart
Philipsburg on the Dutch side of the island, and drive up the eastern side to the second largest town in St. Maarten —
Grand Case. Here you'll board a semi-submarine for an approximately 45-minute narrated tour of the coral reefs
surrounding Creole Rock. The highlight of the trip is when a diver is surrounded by schools of fish and dangerous
green spotted moray eels. Back on shore, your tour continues to the French capital of Marigot, where you'll have time
to explore this attractive port city with its sidewalk cafes, open-air market and duty-free shops.

Note: Participants must be able to walk approximately 100 feet and negotiate 7 steps into hull of boat.

America's Cup Regatta

Approximate Duration: 3 hours Level 2, Age Requirements

Take advantage of this once-in-a-lifetime experience, the thrill of racing aboard a multimillion-dollar America's Cup
race boat. Two classic thoroughbreds nearly 70-feet long with masts the height of an eight-story building, duel in an
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equal match for a fractional advantage. They round the first mark and head off on the next leg. The race boats slice
through the clear blue waters at speeds you have never sailed before. The skippers and crewmembers explain the
strategy for winning the race, and you rise to the task! And, as if by miracle, a photo boat arrives to record for posterity
the moment you raced a ‘12’ to ‘victory/ in the St. Maarten ‘America's Cup’ 12-Meter Regatta.

Note: Participants must be at least 7 years of age and possess sailing experience. Participants with no sailing
experience must be at least 12 years of age and 21 years of age to be served alcoholic beverages. This tour is not
recommended for guests with limited mobility.

Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 1, Age Requirements

It's just a short, scenic ride from the harbor to the Village where you and your fellow guests will be assigned to your 4
x 4 vehicle (4 guests to each vehicle.) The convoy will follow the lead vehicle to explore this beautiful dual personality
island. Stops will be made at strategic points and driving responsibilities can be rotated. Highlights will include the
scenic Cole Bay Hill, Simpson Bay and the famous Marina, Maho, Mullet Bay and of course the French capital,
Marigot where you'll have time to explore the open-air markets, shops and boutiques. You'll pass by Grand Case, well
known as the gourmet capital of the Caribbean and continue on to a popular beach with enough time for a quick swim
in the ocean or enjoy relaxing on the beach.

It's your choice whether you
hike the trail, snorkel the reef or build sandcastles on the beach — the time is yours to enjoy the beautiful
surroundings.

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Great Salt Pond and through the countryside. The tour then continues past the Border Monument indicating arrival at
the French side, into the district of Orleans. Sightseeing continues through several quaint towns and fishing villages,
including Grand Case known for its lovely beaches and exquisite restaurants, then across the north side of the island
for a short stop at Marigot, the French capital, where you'll observe a truly European atmosphere as you browse its
waterside open-air markets, quaint shops, boutiqgues and sidewalk cafes. After your brief sojourn in Marigot you'll
return to the Dutch side and a truly spectacular view of Simpson Bay as you drive over Cole Bay Hill. Stopping at the
Village, you can use the rest rooms and browse. Take the bus back to the pier.

Critically acclaimed as the French Riviera of the Caribbean, the beach offers more than one-and-a-
half miles of white-sand fringed by coconut palms and sea grape trees. A welcome rum punch or soft drink is served
upon arrival and a delicious lunch, including a beer, wine, soda or mixed drink, is served at tables on the beach.
Lounge chairs are complimentary and umbrellas are available for rent.

Note: Orient Beach is a European-style, clothing-optional beach. A credit card is required for water sports equipment
rental. Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel.

Natural Wonders

Approximate Duration: 3 ¥2 hours Level 2, Guests with Disabilities

Experience the full beauty of natural St. Maarten on a tour that takes you on a journey of discovery. After boarding
your air-conditioned bus at the dock, make the scenic trip to some of St. Martin’s best ecological attractions and
areas. Travel along Philipsburg’s natural salt ponds as your guide provides interesting information regarding the
importance of the salt ponds to the eco-system. Then arrive at the St. Martin Park where a guide will introduce you to
some very unique residents, including an amazing array of parrots — blue and gold, green-winged and scarlet
macaws. See the Caribbean and American tropics come alive, with 80 species of mammals, birds, reptiles,
amphibians and invertebrates displayed in a tropical, garden setting. After enjoying a beverage at the Monkey Bar,
your tour continues through the mountainous middle region, and heads for the area of Oyster Pond. Along this
picturesque eastern coastal road, you can view St. Barth’s, Tintemarre, and the many smaller islets that dot the
Caribbean Sea. A brief stop allows you to climb a small wooden lookout at Baie D’Embouchure. Your guide will
discuss the environmental importance of the reefs and the mangroves that can be seen from this area before heading
back into the interior, passing mangrove colonies along the way. Your well-informed guide will continue to point out
interesting facts about the island’s flora on fauna including the interesting medicinal use of island ‘bush tea’. Your tour
continues on and skirts the eastern shore of Simpson Bay Lagoon before starting back towards Great Bay. From the
vantage point at the top of Cayhill, the islands of Saba, Statia, St. Kitts, Nevis and Anguilla are all visible. Enjoy a brief
photo opportunity here as your guide discusses the geological details of St. Martin including the history of its formation
millions of years ago. You'll then head back to Philipsburg, passing Belair Fresh Pond which is fringed with
mangroves and home to 19 species of Avifauna.

Once onboard the semi-submarine ‘SeaWorld Explorer’, our guide will entertain
you en route to Rocher de Creole. Here, a daring diver surrounds himself with clouds of brilliant-colored fish, leading
them alongside the viewing chamber for you. Sea turtles, eels, barracudas, and stingrays are just some of the reef
residents that you'll spot. Before returning to your ship, relax on the upper deck, quenching your thirst with an island
punch while enjoying the scenery across the channel to Anguilla.

Approximate Duration: 3 hours Level 2, Family Recommended

From the three-story Observatory Tower built right into the ocean, descend below the sea to view the diverse
marine life. The mid-level of the tower houses a 50,000-gallon predator tank, home to sharks, barracuda and
moray eels. The park has several large outdoor pools where you can get close to baby sharks, stingrays, turtles,
and a pool where you can touch a variety of invertebrates. You'll also have an opportunity to visit the Marine
Gardens, where its 21 aquariums will provide you with an up-close view of the unusual behaviors and organisms
of the Caribbean reef. After a while in the park, feel free to follow the boardwalk to Coki Beach, to snorkel and
view the tame fish in shallow water or just soak up some sun!

Your transport from the time of pick-up until
drop-off at Ardastra is fully narrated, giving you an inside look at Bahamian culture.

This tour combines the SeaWorld Explorer tour with a one-hour city tour of Nassau. Take a scenic boat cruise
past downtown Nassau and famous Paradise Island aboard a custom-built transfer boat. Arriving at the Sea
Gardens Marine Park at Athol Island, board the SeaWorld Explorer, a modern underwater-viewing vessel from
which you'll have the chance to see a 70-year-old shipwreck and dozens of species of tropical fish like yellowtail
shapper, sergeant majors and parrotfish swimming in a delicate colony of coral thousands of years in the making.
After exploring this underwater world, board a minibus for a tour of Nassau. Travel to historic Bay Street in
downtown, and Rawson Square — the traditional center of the Bahamian Government. Learn about the
picturesque pastel buildings, erected in the early 1800s, which include the House of Parliament, the old Colonial
Secretary’s Office and the Supreme Court. Your next stop will be Fort Charlotte, which was built in 1788, and is
complete with a moat, open battlements and dungeons. Other short stops will include Fort Fincastle and the
Queen’s Staircase. Drive past the Governor’'s Mansion and see the impressive statue of Christopher Columbus.

This sightseeing tour highlights the panoramic views of Nassau and Paradise Island with a cruise aboard the
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‘SeaWorld Explorer’, a semi-submarine that makes a fascinating underwater tour of Sea Gardens Marine Park.
Transfer by boat from the dock in Nassau for an approximately 20-minute scenic ride through the waterway that
divides the two famous sections of New Providence Island. Take in the sights of Nassau and Paradise Island, with
its famous resorts surrounded by multi-million dollar homes of the rich and famous and marinas boasting opulent
yachts. Arriving at the underwater marine park at Athol Island, transfer to the ‘SeaWorld Explorer’ underwater
viewing vessel. Described as a state-of-the-art glass-bottom boat, this moving underwater observatory offers a
cruise while you are seated five feet below the surface of the water in air-conditioned comfort, with a view through
clear glass windows. The waters around the island are known as the Sea Gardens, and are filled with shipwrecks
and dozens of tropical fish, like yellowtail snapper, sergeant majors, parrotfish and queen angelfish. Observe,
first-hand, a delicate colony of coral thousands of years in the making, including seafans, elkhorn, and stag horn
coral, even brain coral. Then, get your cameras ready for the frantic fish feeding session.
