Rome (Civitavecchia), Italy

Rome – Classical City      
Approximate Duration: 8 ½ hours   Level 2, Meal 
This walking tour is an overview of Rome’s classical era starting with an outside visit of the Colosseum, the 
symbol of the power of Imperial Rome. Proceed to a viewpoint of the Roman Forum and Capitoline Hill. Spend 
some time soaking up the history and enjoy the opportunity to take some memorable photos. After lunch, you’ll 
head by coach towards St. Peter’s Basilica. Your guide will lead you towards the vast square in front of St. 
Peter’s. After a visit of the Basilica, you’ll have some free time to explore the area on your own. 
Note: Guests who are planning to visit religious sites during free time or on tour, please dress appropriately. No 
bare shoulders or shorts are allowed. Your guide will join you in Rome, however you’ll have an escort with you 
throughout the day.

Rome – Baroque City      
Approximate Duration: 8 ½ hours Level 2, Meal 
Your walking tour of the most famous Baroque monuments of the city starts with a stop at the Trevi Fountain, one 
of Rome’s most spectacular works of art. This is followed by a visit to the Pantheon, the biggest temple built by 
the Emperor Adriano and the best-preserved ancient Roman building. Head to Piazza Navona, the most beautiful 
Baroque square in Rome and home to the famous Fountain of the Four Rivers. Here, you’ll have leisure time to  
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roam around the piazza, lined with cafes and filled with artists displaying their works. Following lunch, you’ll go by 
coach to St. Peter’s Square. After your guide’s explanation, you’ll have free time to explore the surroundings or 
visit St. Peter’s Basilica on your own.

Approximate Duration: 9 hours Level 1  
If you would like to explore the Eternal City of Rome on your own, this private motorcoach transfer is ideal. You’ll 
be dropped off in a central location, and your return transfer to the ship departs from the same place as your drop-
off. A tour escort will be traveling with you to and from the ship to answer any questions you may have about 
sightseeing or shopping.

Approximate Duration: 9 ½ hours Level 2, Meal, Ultimate Touring 
You’ll be transferred in smaller groups by minibus with exclusive escorts and guides. Although a quick pace and 
substantial amount of walking is required, your day will be extremely rewarding. In the morning, enjoy an 
orientation drive through the Eternal City; you’ll pass the Roman Forum, the Arch of Constantine and the famed 
Colosseum. If time permits, you may explore on your own. Being a smaller exclusive group, you’ll visit the Sistine  
Museum in the afternoon to avoid any long lines. Lunch will be held in a first-class restaurant after which you’ll  
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continue to the Vatican Museum and the Sistine Chapel, boasting Michelangelo’s magnificent ceiling. You’ll gaze 
in awe at Piazza San Pietro, one of the world’s most beautiful squares that faces the largest church in the world, 
St. Peter’s. Some of its fabulous treasures will be shown to you by your guide during a brief visit.

Eternal Rome & the Colosseum      
Approximate Duration: 10 hours Level 2, Meal                
The tour starts with and internal visit of the largest and most important amphitheater – the Colosseum.  This 
imposing structure is 160 feet high and covers about 6 acres.  It has four levels of seats and could hold 50,000 
spectators who watched gladiatorial battles and other events. After visiting this magnificent structure with your 
guide, you’ll continue to the Roman Forum which was the political, economic and religious centre of ancient 
Rome. Walk through the ruins of various temples, tribunals and other buildings which were used for public and 
private business. From here, you’ll continue to see an iconic fountain of Rome – the Trevi Fountain. The high-
baroque Fontana di Trevi was designed by Nicola Salvi in 1732 and today is one of Rome’s most spectacular 
fountains. Legend has it that you can ensure your return to Rome by tossing a coin in the fountain. After lunch in a 
typical Italian restaurant, you’ll proceed to St. Peter's Square and visit St. Peter's Basilica. You’ll have some free 
time to explore on your own before driving back to Civitavecchia and to your ship. 
Note: You’ll need to navigate several stairs, cobblestone streets and uneven terrain on this tour. Guests who are 
planning to visit religious sites during free time or on tour, please dress appropriately; no bare shoulders or shorts 
are allowed. Your guide will join you in Rome, however you’ll have an escort with you throughout the day.

Tarquinia & the Etruscans       
Approximate Duration: 4 ½ hours Level 2 
Not far from Civitavecchia lies Tarquinia, a sprawling city overlooking the sea. Due to its huge and efficient fleet, 
Tarquinia was once one of the most powerful Etruscan cities. Today, it’s known for its quaint squares and lovely 
palaces. Start with a visit to Palazzo Vitelleschi, a splendid 15th century Gothic-style castle. The museum 
contains a wealth of Etruscan treasures. Rejoin your motorcoach to visit the Etruscan Necropolis, containing 
numerous sarcophagi that were found in its tombs lying beneath rolling farmlands just outside Tarquinia. Your 
guide will lead you past underground tombs decorated with lively frescoes of Etruscan life, dating from the 7th to 
2nd centuries B.C. Your tour culminates with a visit to a local farmhouse where you’ll discover the local flavors 
when you sample their homemade goods.

Tarquinia Biking Adventure      
Approximate Duration: 5 hours Level 3, Age Requirements  
Upon arrival at Tarquinia Porta Clementina, you’ll collect your bicycle and meet the group leader. Then, proceed 
through the Medieval historic center of Tarquinia passing by some of the most important monuments in this 
historic village. Visit the main palazzo and the National Etruscan Museum. Continue towards Santa Maria in 
Castello until you arrive at the typical farmhouse for a wine tasting session. From here, you’ll return to your ship 
by coach.  
Note: Participants must be at least 10 years of age. The bike ride is approximately 3 miles, mainly down hill or 
level ground.

Approximate Duration: 8 ½ hours Level 2

You’ll depart from the port of Civitavecchia in a minibus 
with your escort to Rome where you’ll meet your guide. Being an exclusive tour, you’ll be transferred in smaller 
groups and will visit the Sistine Museum in the afternoon to avoid any queues. After passing through Piazza 
Venezia by the Vittorio Emmanuele Monument and the Roman Forum, your first stop will be the Colosseum. 
You’ll begin your exploration of the Eternal City with an inside guided visit of this Imperial Roman symbol of 
power. Continue to the Trevi Fountain, one of Rome’s most spectacular fountains. The high-Baroque Fontana di 
Trevi was designed by Nicola Salvi in 1732. Legend has it that you can ensure your return to Rome by tossing a 
coin in the fountain. After securing your next visit to Rome, you’ll walk to the Pantheon where you can enter on 
your own and have free time for lunch before heading to the Vatican Museum. One of the highlights here will be 
your visit to the remarkable Sistine Chapel with its magnificent ceiling which took Michelangelo over four years to 
decorate. You’ll gaze in awe at Piazza San Pietro, one of the world’s most beautiful squares. Facing the square is 
the largest church in the world, St. Peter’s Basilica. Some of its fabulous treasures will be shown to you by your 
guide during a brief visit before returning by minibus to Civitavecchia. 
Note: Guests who are planning to visit religious sites during free time or on tour, please dress appropriately; no 
bare shoulders or shorts are allowed. Your guide will join you in Rome, however you’ll have an escort with you 
throughout the day.

Country Style Experience       
Approximate Duration: 5 hours Level 1, Meal, Ultimate Touring, Family Recommended 
This tour is ideal for those who want to spend a relaxing day surrounded by beautiful countryside and enjoying the 
fruits of the land. You’ll drive to Valle del Marta where you’ll be welcomed by the owners. Here you’ll have the 
pleasure of enjoying different activities, such as a cooking class, wine and extra virgin olive oil tasting, a guided 
visit of the farm, biking through the countryside, or simply discovering the typical Italian countryside way of life or 
lounging by the swimming pool.

Athens (Piraeus), Greece 
For tours which visit the Acropolis, please note that this site is explored on foot and requires 
approximately two hours of walking. There are some 75 steps at the entrance and in certain locations the 
marble is uneven and slippery. We advise that you bring a bottle of water and suitable sun protection.

Delphi – Legendary Oracle of Apollo          
Approximate Duration: 9 hours  Level 3, Meal      
After the Acropolis, Delphi is the most popular archaeological site in Greece. With its exquisite setting on a 
mountain terrace dwarfed by the ominous crags of Mt. Parnassus, Delphi was one of the most important 
sanctuaries of ancient Greece and held to be the center of the earth. Walk along the Sacred Way to the Temple of 
Apollo, see the treasuries, the place of offerings, the Grand Temple of Apollo and the theater with its splendid 
acoustics. Then visit the Delphi Museum, which houses many of the treasures recovered from the site, including 
Omphalos, which marked the center of the world, and the famous Charioteer, one of the finest pieces surviving 
from the 5th century B.C. You’ll enjoy a taste of authentic Greek cuisine at a local restaurant in the exquisite 
setting of Delphi. The return drive is quite scenic with views of fertile planes full of orchards and mountains and 
the backdrop. 
Note: There is approximately ¾ miles of walking on uneven and sloping terrain as well as numerous marble steps 
which in certain locations can be slippery. 
 
Tour Code: PIR_51 
Athens & Its Scenic Coast     
Approximate Duration: 8 ½ hours Level 3, Meal   
This excursion is an ideal introduction to the city’s highlights. Reach the natural fortress of the Acropolis, and with 
your guide you’ll walk up the uneven footpath heading to the summit. Sights include the Propylaea, Temple of 
Apteros Niki, Erectheum and the Architectural Triumph of the Parthenon. Continue with a city drive and see 
Constitution Square, the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier, Royal Palace, Hadrian’s Gate and the Old Marble 
Olympic Stadium. After lunch, drive along the scenic coastal road which affords splendid views of the Saronic Gulf 
and takes you through some of Athens’ most beautiful suburbs. Arrive at Cape Sounion to visit the Temple of 
Poseidon, standing some 200 feet above the sea at the edge of a cliff. It is one of the most breathtaking and 
deeply moving sights in all of Greece. Fifteen of the original 34 columns of the Doric order still stand in majestic 
splendor.  
Note: The Acropolis is explored on foot and requires approximately two hours of walking. There are some 75 
steps at the entrance and in certain locations the marble is uneven and slippery. Please note that on the Jade 
sailings dates of Sailings of November 21st, December 12th 2010, January 2nd, 23rd, February 13th, March 6th, 
27th, April 17th, 2011, due to the early closure of the historical sites and limited daylight hours this late in the 
season, in order to make the most of your time on this tour and avoid a scenic city drive in the dark, you’ll instead 
have free time for shopping and exploring in the Plaka, the oldest section of Athens.  Please also be aware that 
there is much less congestion, both at the sites and in traffic, at this time of year, so tour durations may be slightly 
shorter than is listed in the descriptions.

Ancient Treasures      
Approximate Duration: 7 ½ hours Level 3, Meal 
After a visit to the Acropolis and its famous landmarks, your tour takes you on a scenic drive though the highlights  
of Athens. Admire the Propylaea, the temple of Apteros Niki, the Erectheum, and stand in awe in front of the 
Parthenon. You’ll then have some free time to wander around the old district, Plaka. Then take a drive passing by 
numerous points of interest and the best-known city landmarks before arriving to your lunch venue. After, visit the 
National Archaeological Museum, housing an unrivaled collection of treasures of Cycladic, Minoan, Mycenaean, 
and Classical Greek Art. A few of the museum's most important exhibits include the bronze statue of Poseidon,

Head of Hygeia (Goddess of Health), bronze statue of the 'Jockey-Boy' of Artemision, Golden Mask of 
Agamemnon and brilliant Minoan-style frescoes from Thira (Santorini). Following your visit to the museum, you’ll 
return to your ship in Piraeus. 
Note: The Acropolis is explored on foot and requires approximately two hours of walking. There are some 75 
steps at the entrance and in certain locations the marble is uneven and slippery. We advise that you bring a bottle 
of water and suitable sun protection. Please note that on the Jade sailings dates of Sailings of November 21st, 
December 12th 2010, January 2nd, 23rd, February 13th, March 6th, 27th, April 17th, 2011, due to the early 
closure of the historical sites this late in the season and in order to make the most of your time on this tour, lunch 
will not be served until approximately 3:15 PM.

A Taste of Athens      
Approximate Duration: 6 hours Level 3      
Drive through the picturesque marinas of Zea and Microlimano in Piraeus as your tour heads to the center of 
Athens. You’ll have the opportunity to admire some of the most important sites of Athens, such as Constitution 
Square, the Monument of the Unknown Soldier, Temple of Zeus, Royal Palace, and the Old Marble Olympic 
Stadium. The Acropolis is one of the most photographed and recognizable hills in the entire world. Sights include 
the Propylaea, Temple of Apteros Niki, Erectheum and Architectural Triumph of the Parthenon. Afterwards, you’ll 
have free time to wander around the picturesque streets of Plaka, the old preserved district of Athens with 
numerous art and craft shops, restaurants and cafes. You’ll have plenty of free time for shopping or to 
independently enjoy Greek specialties at one of the traditional colorful taverns. After your wanderings at the old 
district of Athens, board your coach from a designated point at a set-up time for your return to the pier. 
Note: The Acropolis is explored on foot and requires approximately two hours of walking. There are some 75 
steps at the entrance and in certain locations the marble is uneven and slippery. We advise that you bring a bottle 
of water and suitable sun protection.  
 
Tour Code: PIR_54 
Cruising the Corinth Canal     
Approximate Duration: 5 hours Level 3      
After an approximately 1 1/2-hour drive from Piraeus, you’ll reach the ancient town of Corinth where Saint Paul 
lived and preached for two years. In ancient times, Corinth was amongst the richest cities and this is quite evident 
by its remains. Excavations of the area are still continuing today and have brought to light the Agora (market 
place), temples, fountains, shops, porticoes, baths, and various other monuments which you’ll see. The 
investigations extended also to the fortress on Acrocorinthos, prehistoric settlements, the theater, the Odeon, the 
Asklepeion, cemeteries, the quarter of the potters, and other buildings outside the main archaeological site. The 
next site you’ll visit is the famous Corinth Canal. Boarding a local boat from the village of Isthmia, you’ll navigate 
the canal while enjoying refreshments. 
 
Tour Code: PIR_55 
Athens & the Acropolis      
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours Level 3       
Commissioned by Pericles and built by Pheidias, the perfectly proportioned Parthenon crowns the Acropolis, 
representing the Golden Age of Classical Greece. Follow the winding path to ‘the upper city’ entrance through the 
Propylaea gateway. Beyond, on the highest part of the hill, stands the crowning glory of the Acropolis, the  
Parthenon, looking out over the graceful Temple of Athena Nike, the Erechtheion and the Old City below. After 
the Acropolis, you’ll drive to both the old and new sections of Athens, separated by Hadrian’s Arch. You’ll pass 
the statue of Lord Byron, the Corinthian Temple of Olympian Zeus and Constitution Square to the former Royal 
Palace. Here you’ll have a chance to take a photo of the Presidential Guard or Evzones in traditional uniform, as 
they stand watch over the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. Other sights on the drive include the Academy, National 
Gardens and the Old Marble Olympic Stadium, built in 1895 for the first modern Olympic Games. 
Note: The Acropolis is explored on foot and requires approximately two hours of walking. There are some 75  
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steps at the entrance and in certain locations the marble is uneven and slippery. We advise that you bring a bottle 
of water and suitable sun protection. 
 
Tour Code: PIR_56 
Panoramic Athens      
Approximate Duration: 2 ½ hours Level 1 
Your drive from Piraeus will pass by the Zea and Microlimano Marinas on your way to Athens. Your first stop will  
be the Old Marble Olympic Stadium, reconstructed in the 19th century on Roman foundations. This is where the 
revival of the games took place in 1896. After you pass by some of the most important sites of Athens including 
the Royal Palace, Constitution Square and the Monument to the Unknown Soldier, you arrive at Acropolis Hill with 
a spectacular view of the Parthenon and the glorious monuments of the Acropolis.

Your first stop brings you to the Citadel of Saladin where you’ll see panoramic 
views of the city of Cairo. Driving through the ‘City of the Dead’ towards the Citadel, the architectural and the 
surreal surroundings will capture your imagination. Visit the spectacular Alabaster Mosque of Mohamed Ali and 
continue to Liberty Square, the heart of downtown, where the National Archaeological Museum is situated. Here 
acquaint yourself with Egypt’s ancient history spanning a period of 50 centuries. The museum houses the richest 
collection of Egyptian antiquities, including the magnificent Tutankhamun collection. Proceed to a leading hotel in 
Cairo for check-in formalities, lunch and a short siesta. In the early evening depart to the Papyrus institute where  
the procedure of manufacturing the oldest paper in the world will be demonstrated for you. You’ll have some time 
to shop for your favorite souvenirs before proceeding to the Giza Plateau to attend the English version of the ‘Son 
et Lumiere’. Here seated in front of the Sphinx under a star-studded sky, the Sound and Light performance brings 
the magnificent history and achievements of the ancient Egyptians to life as the illuminated pyramids and the 
mysterious Sphinx dominate the surrounding darkness. To end the night, sail on the River Nile, the same timeless 
waterway traversed by Pharaohs, Queens and Nobles thousands of years ago. Enjoy a sumptuous buffet dinner 
in elaborate interiors as you glide past Cairo’s waterfront landmarks, while a folkloric presentation and belly 
dancing take place for your entertainment. You’ll then drive back to your hotel for a well-earned night’s sleep.

The Best of Alexandria      
Approximate Duration: 8 ½ hours   Level 2, Meal, Age Requirements 
Founded by Alexander the Great in 332 B.C. Alexandria is the shining pearl of the Mediterranean. Immortalizing 
Alexander’s name, the city flourished beyond all expectations into a prominent cultural, intellectual and economic 
metropolis, the remains of which are still evident to this day. Take a drive through colorful streets viewing beautiful 
architecture and experiencing the charming aura and nostalgia of yesteryear. The equestrian bronze statue of 
Mohamed Ali, founder of modern Egypt, decorates Mansheya Square. A few steps away is the elegant marble 
edifice dedicated to the Unknown Soldier, its guards of honor at attention on either side. Your first stop will be at 
the eerie and intriguing Catacombs of Shawqafa, an extensive three-level funerary complex dating from the 2nd 
century A.D. Continue to the National Museum housing underwater photographs and statues from the ongoing  
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operation to salvage artifacts from the identified sunken palace of Cleopatra. After lunch at one of the city’s 
leading restaurants, drive to Bibliotheca Alexandrina, inaugurated in 2002 on the same site where the famous 
Library of Alexandria was. The building was designed to be one of the unique and most unusual architectural 
structures of the modern world, reflecting the architectural genius of the 21st century. Your tour will be conducted 
by the library's own guides. You’ll also visit the library’s Archaeological Museum. A scenic drive on the beachfront 
boulevard of Alexandria will bring you to the famous Montaza Gardens where you’ll find the summer residence 
palace of the late ex King Farouk. Take a stroll through the palm-covered grounds and view the palace, still used 
today by the present government for official state functions. On the return to your ship, short photo stops will be 
made at Qait Bey Fort, built on the original site of the Pharaohs, Alexandria’s ancient lighthouse which was one of 
the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World, and Abu El Abbas Mosque, one of Alexandria’s Islamic landmarks 
characterized by its tall minarets and four domes.  
Note: Children under the age of 6 are not permitted in the Alexandria Library.

Rosetta Rediscovered 
Approximate Duration: 5 hours    Level 2 
Once a flourishing harbor and prosperous trading post, the city where the famous Rosetta Stone was found 
declined, but today, its grimy façade guards some of the most amazing architecture found in Egypt.  
Rural countryside unfolds in glorious patterns of richly cultivated fields, fruit orchards, exotic palm forests and lush 
green vegetation in all colors of green as you leave Alexandria behind and drive into the Nile Delta to ancient 
Rosetta. Founded in 853, Rosetta offered a strategic location between the Mediterranean and the western arm of 
the Nile, protecting Egypt from sea invasions. It was recognized as an extremely important trading post and 
military site by the Mameluks who flocked into town building beautiful houses, mosques, inns and public baths. 
Under the Ottomans it remained a prosperous trading post, turning into one of the most flourishing harbors in the 
Mediterranean where merchants from all over traded in silk, grain, and coffee. In July 1799, a dramatic discovery 
by some of Napoleons soldiers stationed at Rosetta brought to light a stone slab inscribed in three languages; 
hieroglyphics, Greek and demotic. Known worldwide as the Rosetta Stone, its text remained a mystery until many 
years later when a gifted French scholar succeeded to decipher the hieroglyphics enabling Egyptologists and the 
rest of the world’s scholars to understand and read the Pharaonic symbols. Today, the town itself is an open air 
museum with 22 monumental residences, mills, castles, public baths and mosques dating back to the Ottoman 
era. Such architectural style if found nowhere else in Egypt. The houses reveal superb Islamic architecture, with 
geometrically shaped Mushrabiyyas (oriels), decorative inscriptions, ornate doors, inlaid seashell woodworks, 
domes and large reception rooms. Exquisite decorations and Kufic calligraphy adorned the interior of the houses 
which sometimes rose to two floors with a decorative skylight allowing natural light and air into the building. Well 
insulated fresh water tanks provided the house with fresh drinking water, and a drinking fountain offered a 
refreshing drink to thirsty passers by, free of charge. Most of these houses are currently under restoration and 
only two of them are open to visitors. Today, you’ll visit the houses and the nearby mosque all situated in the 
same street. Drive to the outskirts of the town to visit Abu Madour Tower from where the major historian of the 
French Expedition, Vivian Dinon, monitored the famous Abu Kir naval battle between the British and French 
fleets. An orientation drive of Rosetta will complete your visit to this very interesting, yet somehow overlooked 
destination. Before arriving at the pier in Alexandria, you’ll have the opportunity to see some of the city’s 
highlights.

El Alamein       
Approximate Duration: 6 ½ hours Level 2 
Your tour takes you along the Egyptian coastline, considered as one of the most beautiful areas along the shores 
of the Mediterranean from Alexandria, and to the small village of El Alamein, set in a broad and barren desert 
plain somehow too distant from the seafront. It was here in November 1942 that the Allied forces, under the 
command of British General Montgomery, put a halt to the advance of Nazi Africa Corps who considered El 
Alamein the gateway to Alexandria and the key to the control of the African continent. Your first stop will be at the 
Military Museum containing displays of weapons, military garb and tanks. Descriptions of the actions of 
Montgomery, Rommel and the others participating in the battle are also on display. Continue your tour with a visit 
to the burial site. A short drive west of town, perched on a small peninsula overlooking the sea, the citadel-like 
cemeteries are the final resting place for Commonwealth, Italian and German soldiers. The neat rows of 
tombstones provide a poignant scene set against the seemingly interminable desert. Within a shaded alcove, the 
inscribed plaque explains the significance of the battle as well as the diverse origins of the victims interred here.

Walk along 
the narrow streets of this city, admiring such historic sites as the Church of St. Lawrence and Fort St. Angelo from 
the outside. Afterward, embark on a traditional Maltese ‘Dghajsas’ (boat) for a trip within the harbor. Finally 
proceed to Marsaxlokk for a short photo stop and free time at the open-air market in this typical Maltese fishing 
village before returning to your ship.  
Note: Since you’ll be visiting a religious site, please dress respectfully; no shorts or bare shoulders are allowed. 
Dghajsas can hold up to 6 passengers per boat and are not covered, so sun protection and a windbreaker are 
recommended.

Mdina & Wine Tasting       
Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 2 
Head to the Medieval city of Mdina where you’ll walk its cobbled ancient streets. Pass by St. Paul’s Cathedral en 
route to the ramparts for an amazing view of the island. Here, you’ll have some free time for shopping before 
continuing to Qormi, one of the oldest villages of the island to visit Palazzo Stagno. This beautiful Palazzo was 
built in 1589 during the rule of the Knights of the Order of St. John. After a brief tour of the Palazzo, you’ll have 
the opportunity to taste some of the wines produced in Malta accompanied by typical Maltese snacks. A girl 
wearing a traditional Maltese costume will present you with a small souvenir of the island before leaving.  
Note: Since you’ll be visiting a religious site, please dress respectfully; no shorts or bare shoulders are allowed.

A Taste of Malta       
Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 1 
As you head to Mosta, you’ll see one of the largest domes in Europe. The church was nearly destroyed during 
World War II when an Axis Bomb pierced the dome but failed to explode. The detonator was removed and the 
bomb is now on display in a small museum attached to the church. Then drive to one of the local vineyards where 
some of Malta’s most delicate wines are produced. A wine tasting session accompanied by local specialties will 
follow. Afterward, visit a number of local artisans at work producing typical Maltese ware. Here, you’ll enjoy some 
free time for shopping. Visit San Anton Gardens which surround the palace built in 1623, and which today is the 
residence of the President of the Republic of Malta. The garden as we know today was open to the public in 1882. 
Note: Mosta Dome might be closed to the public without prior notice due to religious functions. Since you’ll be 
visiting a religious site, please dress respectfully; no shorts or bare shoulders are allowed.

Prehistoric Temples & Views      
Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 2 
Visit Malta starting with a scenic drive through the three cities: Senglea, Cospicua, and Vittoriosa. Continue to the 
southern part of the island to see some of the most unique prehistoric monuments in the world. Visit the three 
Temples of Tarxien, dating back from 3,600 B.C. to 2,800 B.C.; the temples are renowned for the detail of their 
carvings, which include domestic animals carved in relief, altars, and screens decorated with spiral designs and 
other patterns. Located close to Birzebbugia, you’ll visit the underground caves in Ghar Dalam where the first  
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traces of life on the island date back to 180,000 years ago. You’ll notice an enormous quantity of animal bone 
deposits from the lower strata of the cave’s subsoil. Before returning to Valletta, a drive through Marsaxlokk will 
be made for a short photo stop of the colorful fishing village.

City of Knights & Mdina      
Approximate Duration: 5 hours Level 2 
Start with a short drive around the impressive bastions of Valletta. Upon arrival at the capital city, you’ll walk to the 
Upper Barracca Gardens for a panoramic view of Malta’s natural harbors and the historic cities of Senglea, 
Cospicua and Vittoriosa. Next, proceed to St. John’s Co-Cathedral, the conventual church of the Knights of Malta, 
housing Caravaggio’s famous masterpiece: The Beheading of St. John. Continue your walk to the Magisterial 
Palace, formerly known as the residence of the Grand Masters of the Order, and visit the State Rooms and 
Tapestry Chamber.  Afterward, drive to Mdina — the Silent City — and walk through the narrow streets of the 
town, visiting St. Paul’s Cathedral and the bastions for a panoramic view.  
Note: The State Rooms and the Tapestry Chambers at the palace might be closed without prior notice due to 
President’s engagements. If closed, you’ll visit Amoury Palace instead. Since you’ll be visiting a religious site, 
please dress respectfully; no shorts or bare shoulders are allowed.

Malta’s Scenic Beauty      
Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 2 
This comprehensive excursion begins with a scenic drive to Vittoriosa.  Walk along the narrow historic streets of 
this city, admiring amongst other notable sites, the Church of St. Lawrence and Fort St. Angelo from the outside. 
Continue to Marsaxlokk, Malta’s largest fishing village, where you’ll have free time to enjoy the colorful scenery. 
Then drive through tiny villages, to Wied iz-Zurrieq to view the Blue Grotto from the top. Afterwards, drive through 
Girgenti which houses the summer residence of the Prime Minister before reaching Buskett Gardens located on 
Dingli Cliffs to admire the view from Malta’s highest point. Drive through Rabat, past the fortifications of Mdina, 
Malta’s old capital city, and continue your drive through Mosta, known for its famous dome, before returning to the 
pier to re-embark your ship.

Historic Towns & Crafts     
Approximate Duration: 5 hours Level 2 
Take a panoramic drive to Mosta to see its famous dome, considered the third largest in Europe. Continue on a 
drive to the historical city of Mdina for a walk through its narrow streets, visiting St. Paul’s Cathedral and ramparts, 
dating back to the 9th century. Walk through the public garden to Rabat where you’ll visit St. Paul’s Catacombs, 
an underground burial place used by the early Christians. Then drive to Ta’ Qali Handicrafts Village where you’ll 
see a number of local artisans at work producing typical Maltese ware, which includes glass, silver and filigree.  
Note: Since you’ll be visiting a religious site, please dress respectfully; no shorts or bare shoulders are allowed.

Medieval Cities Exclusive      
Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 1, Ultimate Touring 
Depart in a private vehicle to Valletta – the capital city of Malta for an exclusive tour of this Medieval city. The first 
stop is St. John’s Co-Cathedral, Malta’s greatest treasure, where you’ll have the opportunity to see the famous 
painting by Caravaggio. Continue to Rabat where you’ll board a horse-drawn carriage and enjoy a 30-minute ride 
around the streets of Rabat and through the narrow streets of the Medieval town, Mdina. Stop at Palazzo Falson 
one of the oldest buildings still standing in Mdina, with origins dating back to the early 13th century. Its most 
recent owner and resident, Captain Olof Frederick Gollcher was a philanthropist and a passionate collector of 
objects d’art and historical items. He put together the extraordinarily rich collection of paintings, silver, furniture, 
jewelry, Oriental rugs, books, manuscripts and armory which is now on display in this Palazzo. Enjoy 
refreshments in Fontanella Gardens before walking to Mdina Gate for the return to your ship. 
Note: Price is for a party of 2 and not per person, so only one person in the party needs to book.

Aerial View of Maltese Islands      
Approximate Duration: 1 hour Level 1, Ultimate Touring 
For those wishing to treat themselves to a unique and exhilarating experience, this scenic tour is a must. Taking 
off from the spectacular Grand Harbour on a float plane, this 30-minute flight gives you the chance to enjoy the 
beautiful archipelago from 1,500 feet above. An experience you'll never forget!  
Note: There is no guide and no commentary onboard the seaplane. The seaplane is not exclusively for NCL 
passengers. ID/Passport is required for this tour. Tour participation is extremely limited.

You’ll master some of 
the basic concepts of diving in confined water (swimming pool) and then head off on an open-water adventure at 
an inviting 'shallow' reef. Experience the feeling of weightlessness in a new environment and enjoy the vibrant 
colors and amazing variety of the Mediterranean Sea’s marine life.  

All participants are required to sign a PADI Medical and 
Liability form prior to starting the course. If a student has any of the medical conditions listed, then a PADI Medical 
Statement and Divers Medical Questionnaire must be completed and signed by a physician familiar with 
contraindications to scuba diving and must be valid within the past 12 months - this cannot be done on the cruise 
ship.

Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 2, Ultimate Touring 
Experience Malta in a small group and gain an insight into its history on this ultimate tour. Begin with a drive 
through the Three Cities – Senglea, Cospicua and Vittoriosa. Left largely unvisited, the Three Cities are a slice of 
authentic life, and a glimpse into Malta’s maritime fortunes. The Three Cities can rightly claim to be the cradle of 
Maltese history. Embark traditional Maltese ‘Dghajsas’ (boats) for an approximately 30-minute trip within the 
harbor. There will be approximately five passengers per boat. Continue with a drive to the capital city, Valletta for 
a visit of St. John’s Co-Cathedral and its famous painting by Caravaggio – the Beheading of St. John. Finally, 
you’ll walk to Casa Rocca Piccola, home of the 9th Marquis and Marchioness de Piro where you’ll be met by the 
owners of the house today. The value of Casa Rocca Piccola lies in its ability to provide unique historical 
evidence into the customs and traditions of the Maltese nobility over the last 400 years. You can also see a 
collection of furniture, silver and paintings that add to the aesthetic riches of this country. If the weather is nice, 
you’ll enjoy tea, coffee and fresh cannoli in the courtyard before returning in your minibus back to the ship.

Approximate Duration: 4 hours Level 1, Guests with Disabilities 
This tour gives you the option to participate as an observer while your family and friends participate in the

After 
visiting these historical sites, you’ll walk past the Mediterranean Conference Centre to the Malta Experience 
where you’ll sit through a 45-minute spectacular show about Maltese history. Learn of the mysteries of the Stone 
Age temples to the coming of the Romans and Arabs, the rule of the knights to the wartime spirit that captured the 
imagination of the world.

A 
gripping commentary brings Malta’s history to life – from the mysteries of the Stone Age temples to the coming of 
the Romans and Arabs, the rule of the knights to the wartime spirit that captured the imagination of the world. 
Note: Multilingual guests can choose their language preference at the Malta Experience. The harbor cruise 
portion of this tour is not exclusive to NCL guests and is weather dependent.

You will depart the pier accompanied by a local Escort and drive to Dingli. First you’ll receive an introduction to 
the Segway.

Barcelona, Spain

City Highlights with Transfer       
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours Level 1, Debark  
At first sight you’ll see that Barcelona is a city with charming streets, busy with people and full of life. The old town 
districts are famed for their historical monuments, narrow streets and Bohemian atmosphere, and are a perfect place 
for a stroll. The city also has the biggest selection of modernist architecture making it a genuine open-air museum. 
Barcelona is the only European capital with almost three miles of beaches where you can enjoy the most modern 
amenities. From the pier, head to the Sagrada Familia, passing through the Barceloneta Quarter or Fisherman Area, 
and Calle Marina. From here, you’ll continue the panoramic drive along Passeig de Gracia, the best-known boulevard 
in town. See one of the masterpieces of Gaudi’s architecture: the Casa Mila, best known by Barcelonians as ‘La 
Pedrera’ and Casa Batllo. Reaching Diagonal Avenue you enter the upper Eixample Area where the Sagrada Familia 
Temple is. From the outside, your guide will offer you an explanation of all the details related to the temple. Continue 
to the Montjuic Hill, claimed by the city on the occasion of the 1929 International Exposition, when the mountain was 
developed and trade fair halls and sports installations were constructed as well as the parks and gardens which are to 
be found all over the mountain. Today it is the most important recreational area in Barcelona. Drive by the Olympic 
Ring and make a brief stop at the Mirador del Alcalde for a panoramic view of the city. Finally, arrive at the Gothic 
Quarter for a walking visit. The facade of the cathedral and octagonal dome are Neo-Gothic structures of the 19th 
century, designed according to a 15th-century drawing. From here, you’ll be dropped off at an NCL program hotel, 
Catalunya Square or continue to the airport.

Montserrat with Transfer        
Approximate Duration: 4 ½ hours Level 2, Debark 
Barcelona’s favorable location, in perfect harmony with its immediate surroundings, together with its ease of access 
and varied climate, make it a starting point for discovering new landscapes and enjoying contact with nature. Your  
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tour departs from the port passing through the main streets of Barcelona, to reach Catalunya Square, considered the 
heart of the city. From here, you’ll continue the panoramic drive along Passeig de Gracia, the best-known boulevard 
in town. Your guide will point out one of the masterpieces of Gaudi’s architecture: the Casa Mila and Casa Batllo; two 
of the best-known landmarks of the city. Reaching Diagonal Avenue your tour continues to Montserrat, a peculiar 
rocky mountain range which is the site of the monastery where people come to worship ‘La Moreneta,’ the black 
Madonna who is the patron-virgin of Catalonia. The Benedictine Monastery of Montserrat was founded in the 11th 
century and is located in a natural park 37 miles to the west of Barcelona. The Benedictine community, now 
numbering some 80 monks, has served the shrine for almost a thousand years. They are dedicated to a life of prayer,  
to working, and to welcoming pilgrims, making the site a place for dialogue, prayer and culture. Besides the monks, 
the Escolans also live in Montserrat who form the oldest boy’s choir in Europe. During your stay and visit to 
Montserrat, you’ll have a chance for an optional ride on the Funicular of San Juan which goes up to the panoramic 
point from where you’ll admire beautiful views. Once you finish the visit you’ll be driven to an NCL program hotel, 
Catalunya Square or the airport.

From here, you’ll continue your scenic drive 
along Passeig de Gracia, the best known boulevard in town. Your guide will point out two of Gaudi’s masterpieces: 
Casa Batllo and Casa Mila. After your sightseeing drive, you’ll enter the upper Eixample Area of Barcelona where the 
Sagrada Familia is situated. From the outside, your guide will explain all the details related to this unfinished church, 
which Gaudi planned with 3 monumental facades (one devoted to the Birth of Jesus Christ, one devoted to the 
Passion and one to the Death). After seeing the intricate exterior of the massive cathedral, you’ll drive to Pueblo 
Espanyol (a village built in 1929 representing squares and streets from all over Spain). In this mini replica of Spain, 
you’ll head to the Andalusian Quarter where you’ll find the Tablao de Carmen (named after the great dancer Carmen 
Amaya). Here you’ll enjoy a flamenco show which is a unique dance style with heel stomping (taconeo) and hand 
clapping (palmas sordas). Once the show is finished, your tour will drop you off to an NCL program hotel, Catalunya 
Square or continue to the airport.
