San Juan, Puerto Rico

San Juan City Tour & Bacardi Distillery 
Approximate Duration: 3 hours    Level 1, Age Requirements 
Leaving the pier by air-conditioned minibus or motorcoach, you’ll visit the Bacardi Museum where you’ll learn of 
the age-old process of producing this fine rum and the Bacardi family history. Most importantly you’ll get to enjoy 
a sample of this popular drink. The distillery also boasts a beautiful park and grounds for you to explore. The tour 
continues to what is known as New San Juan, a modern city which will show you the Condado Area with its 
luxurious resort hotels and casinos. Visit Old San Juan where you’ll view the massive, ancient fortresses and 
great stonewalls that has protected the capital city since they were built by the Spanish Conquistadors in the 16th 
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century. Takes pictures at Plaza Colon of the San Cristobal Fortress considered the largest fort ever built and the 
surroundings. Enjoy the historical sites of the Old City.  
Note: Participants must be at least 3 years of age. An optional drop off is made in Old San Juan where guests 
can browse, shop and return on their own to the ship.

ATV Adventure 
Approximate Duration: 4 hours    Level 2, Age Requirements 
Encounter a unique experience within the foothills of El Yunque on this guided tour. The ride takes you through 
the foothills of the rainforest and the spectacular scenery of Puerto Rico’s east coast. Upon arrival, riders will be 
given an introduction and safety instructions on how to ride and operate the ATV. The adventure begins as you 
follow the experienced guides along trails designed for these ATV’s. The tracks are carefully laid out for your 
safety. Enjoy different terrains that will take you along the forest. Whether you’re an experienced rider or a first 
time rider, you can be sure of an exhilarating and adventurous ride!  
Note: Participants must be at least 12 years of age. Drivers must be at least 18 years of age and present a valid 
driver's license. This tour is not recommended for pregnant women or guests with back or neck injuries. ATV 
accommodates two passengers – one driver and one rider. Wear your swimsuit, closed-toe shoes and bring a 
towel. ATV's used are Bombardier four track models. Helmet use is mandatory and is provided along with 
goggles.

Approximate Duration: 5 hours    Level 2, Age Requirements 
The tour begins with a bus ride departing from the Old San Juan port to the most northeasterly point of the island.  
Along the way, you’ll pass El Yunque National Rainforest where there are more than one hundred species of flora 
and fauna and seven major waterfalls. You’ll also see one of the famous beaches in Puerto Rico – Luquillo 
Beach. This area is a paradise for soaking up sun and swimming in the turquoise waters of the warm Caribbean 
Sea. It’s also a nesting place for the endangered leatherback turtles. When you arrive at the Puerto Del Rey 
Marina our friendly staff will greet you and then you’ll board a 62-foot catamaran and head west until the sun dips 
below the horizon. 
Note: Participants must be at least 12 years of age. All non-alcoholic drinks and snacks are included. Wear your 
swimsuit and bring a towel.

Canopy Adventure 
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours   Level 3, Age, Weight & Height Requirements 
The lush emerald green tropical forest that surrounds Guaynabo, Puerto Rico’s countryside, provides a paradise 
of rich diversity and a stunning tropical fauna. The Canopy Adventure gives you a chance to see this world from a 
unique perspective. With the assistance of an experienced guide you can sail from tree to tree and platform to 
platform on a network of pulleys and horizontal cables that are mounted between 10 and 70 feet above the 
tropical forest floor. The adventure consists of observation platforms and eight horizontal traverses including a 
rappel and a fascinating vertical descent. You’ll have a knowledgeable guide to assist you every step of the way 
from when you leave the ground, until you return to the forest floor.  
Note: Participants must be at least 10 years of age. Minimum height is 48” tall. Maximum weight 250 lbs. We 
recommend you wear comfortable clothing that you don't might getting dirty and closed-toed shoes are 
recommended. This tour is not recommended for women who are pregnant or those with heart trouble, seizure 
disorders, problems with balance, or back and neck disabilities. All participants on this tour are required to 
complete a waiver and/or release form. This excursion is for guests that are active, in excellent health and very 
good physical condition. Safety equipment (harness, gloves and helmet) is provided and must be worn at all 
times. This tour includes extended periods of physical exertion, extensive walking and climbing. There are 
numerous steps, inclines, cobblestones, and other rough terrain.

Mountain Bike Adventure 
Approximate Duration: 4 hours    Level 3, Age & Weight Requirements 
Get ready to pedal your way through the foothills of Puerto Rico’s El Yunque Rainforest in an exhilarating bike 
ride into the heart and soul of the island. After an approximate 45-minute drive to Hacienda Carabali, riders will be 
greeted by specialized and certified guides who will instruct the group on safety and distribute the aluminum 
bicycles, helmets and gloves to the group. Then the real adventure begins as you follow your experienced guides 
along outlined trails into the foothills of the rainforest. During this thrilling two-hour adventure, riders are 
introduced to the diverse flora and fauna of Puerto Rico. A stop at the banks of the Mameyes River is made.  
During this time you may dive into the fresh and clear waters of the river and relax. After this well-earned break, 
get back on your bike and continue the journey through the rainforest. 
Note: Participants must be at least 12 years of age and in good physical condition. Maximum weight 250 lbs. We 
recommend you wear your bathing suit under comfortable clothing and bring a towel if you plan on swimming in 
the river. Water and snacks will are provided.

San Juan City Tour 
Approximate Duration: 3 hours    Level 1 
Here is the best way to see one of the oldest cities in the New World and learn about the history of this fascinating 
island. Leaving the pier by air-conditioned minibus or motorcoach you’ll visit Old San Juan and view the massive, 
ancient fortresses and great stonewalls that have protected the capital city since they were built by the Spanish 
Conquistadors in the 16th century. A stop is made at the San Cristobal Fortress considered the largest fort ever 
built by the Spaniards in the New World. Built in 1634, this vast fortress guarded the entrance by land to Old San 
Juan whereas El Morro Fortress guarded the entrance by sea. A drive through the Old City lets you see such 
landmarks as Plaza Colon, Alejandro Tapia Theater and the different Spanish architecture in Old San Juan.  
You'll have time to enjoy the historical sites of the Old City and browse through the shopping area. Once the visit 
to the old Colonial city has ended, you’ll continue the tour to what is known as New San Juan, a modern city 
which will bring you through the Condado Area with its luxurious resort hotels and casinos. This tour is a blend of 
the old and the new as well a view of the beaches which are considered amongst the most beautiful in the 
Caribbean. A stop is made at the beach and Capitol Building for picture taking. 
Note: An optional drop off is made in Old San Juan where you can browse, shop and return on your own to the 
ship.

Bioluminescence Bay Kayak 
Approximate Duration: 6 hours    Level 3, Age & Weight Requirements 
In Puerto Rico, the day doesn't end when the sun goes down. Take a relaxing kayak tour at sunset that leads you 
to the fascinating Laguna Grande of Fajardo. Under the blanket of the night sky and the historical lighthouse of 
Fajardo, you can touch the water and literally make it glow. When physically agitated, such as by a propeller or 
the motion of a hand in the water, bioluminescent organisms light up in a manner similar to glow worms or fire 
flies. The organisms themselves are tiny, but when a large number of them light up simultaneously, the effect are 
the same as a miniature Milky Way sweeping through the water. A most fascinating natural phenomenon!  
Note: Participants must be at least 10 years of age and in good health with no arm, back or neck problems.  
Maximum combined weight is 400 lbs. We recommend you wear your bathing suit or comfortable clothing with 
sandals and bring a towel. This tour is not recommended for guests with any type of back or heart problems or 
pregnant. Tour includes use of a double kayak, paddles, life jackets, safety equipment, lights, and a bottle of 
water. 
 

St. Thomas, US Virgin Islands

Coral World Ocean Park 
Approximate Duration: 3 hours    Level 2, Family Recommended 
From the three-story Observatory Tower built right into the ocean, descend below the sea to view the diverse  
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marine life. The mid-level of the tower houses a 50,000-gallon predator tank, home to sharks, barracuda and 
moray eels. The park has several large outdoor pools where you can get close to baby sharks, stingrays, turtles, 
and a pool where you can touch a variety of invertebrates. You’ll also have an opportunity to visit the Marine 
Gardens, where its 21 aquariums will provide you with an up-close view of the unusual behaviors and organisms 
of the Caribbean reef. After a while in the park, feel free to follow the boardwalk to Coki Beach, to snorkel and 
view the tame fish in shallow water or just soak up some sun!  
Note: Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel.

Champagne Catamaran Sail & Snorkel 
Approximate Duration: 4 ½ hours   Level 2, Family Recommended 
Glide along the eastern end of St. Thomas before setting sail to beautiful St. John. The invigorating sail across 
Pillsbury Sound brings the catamaran to its special mooring destination at a beautiful St. John's beach, where you 
can swim, snorkel, or simply relax. Enjoy freshly baked breads, cheeses, fruits and a variety of beverages back 
onboard the catamaran. Champagne and other beverages are complimentary after swimming and snorkeling.  
Note: Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel. Guests must be able to navigate a 6-step ladder through a hatchway 
on a moving vessel to access space-restricted restroom facilities. Guests entering the water must be able to 
reboard the vessel without assistance. Alternate snorkel site may be used based on weather and sea conditions.

Screamin' Eagle Jet Boat 
Approximate Duration: 1 hour    Level 2, Age & Height Requirements 
This awesome 700 HP turbo-charged jet boat will take you on an incredible high-speed harbor and coastline tour 
for 40 minutes of fun and excitement. You’ll experience a mixture of fun, beautiful scenery, crystal-clear waters, 
warm sea spray and exhilarating speed along with breathtaking 180-degree spins. The Screamin' Eagle is the 
sightseeing thrill-ride of a lifetime.  
Note: Participants must be at least 8 years of age and at least 4 feet tall. Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel. 
This tour is not recommended for guests with any type of back or heart problems or pregnant.

The Best of St. Thomas 
Approximate Duration: 3 hours    Level 1, Family Recommended 
Board your open-air safari bus and travel along the scenic east coast of St. Thomas to Sapphire Overlook where 
you can take in the views of the neighboring islands. Then it’s on to Beacon Point, which offers breathtaking 
island views from the observation platform. Stop at Skyline overlook to see the historic harbor of Charlotte Amalie 
800 feet above your cruise ship. Next, enjoy views of heart-shaped, palm-fringed Megan’s Bay (one of the top 10 
beaches in the world) from Drake’s Seat before continuing to St. Peter Great House and Botanical Gardens, once 
the haunt of the rich and famous. This is a magnificent Caribbean estate, featuring stunning views, classic 
Caribbean architecture and vintage furnishings in a beautiful, tropical setting. Enjoy a refreshing complimentary 
rum or fruit punch and stroll the lush grounds, perched 1,000 feet above the ocean that is home to more than 100 
varieties of tropical fauna. This is a ‘must see’ in the Caribbean. Choose a complimentary souvenir gift as a 
remembrance of your excursion.  
Note: Guests ending the tour in Charlotte Amalie are responsible for their taxi fare back to the ship. Tours 
departing in the afternoon do not have the option of remaining in Charlotte Amalie for shopping. There are steps 
at St. Peter Great House. The Botanical Nature Trail includes two flights of stairs down and two flights of stairs 
back up. Mountain Top has a flat entry and easy access for those who are mobility impaired.

Hike up to Lind Point and enjoy views of St. Thomas 
and the British Virgin Islands. You’ll be given an informative history of St. John and listen to the tales of 
Bluebeard, Sir Francis Drake and the legendary pirate days. Descend to beautiful Honeymoon Beach to relax and 
enjoy a refreshing dip in the turquoise waters before continuing on a short botanical walk to the ruins of Caneel 
Bay Plantation.  
Note: Participants must be at least 7 years of age, weigh no more than 275 lbs., in good physical condition and 
able to walk over uneven terrain in a tropical climate. Ferry is an approximately 45-minute ride each way. Wear 
your swimsuit and bring a towel.

Downtown Shopping & Megan's Bay Beach  
Approximate Duration: 6 hours                        Level 1, Family Recommended 
Join us for two hours of shopping in beautiful downtown Charlotte Amalie. After shopping for gifts and treasures, 
head back to your cruise ship where you’ll have 30 minutes to unload your possessions and hurry back to reboard 
your open-air safari bus for a scenic ride to Megan’s Bay Beach where you’ll enjoy two hours to experience the 
crystal-clear waters, white-sand beaches, and spectacular palm-fringed coastline. Enjoy plenty of swimming, 
sunbathing, beachcombing, and just plain old relaxing before the return drive to your ship. 
Note: Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel and sunscreen. Guests must be able to step up 2-3 steps into vehicle 
with limited assistance. A credit card may be required for rentals and food concession. Restroom facilities are 
available both downtown and at the beach.

Visit St. Peter Great  
House a wonderful Caribbean Estate featuring stunning views of the US and British Virgin Islands from 1,000 feet 
above the sea. Continue on to Drake’s Seat and gaze below at the crystalline waters of Megan’s Bay Beach, 
named one of the top 10 beaches in the world by National Geographic. The next stop is at the Skyline Overlook, 
for an amazing view of the historic St Thomas Harbor and your ship nested below.  Relax on the ride down to the 
capital of Charlotte Amalie, a duty-free shopping paradise, where bargains await you on jewelry, electronics, 
liquor and other souvenirs!

Experience the St. Thomas Mangrove Wildlife Refuge & Marine Sanctuary. The nature guides will explain the 
ecosystem during a rest stop while kayaking to the deserted island. After finding a hermit crab village, discover 
breathtaking volcanic cliffs and the impressive Red Point Blow Hole. Then, snorkel in the clear, protected waters 
of the coral-fringed mangrove nursery and over the remnants of a shipwreck. Look for iguanas, pelicans, rays, 
octopus, barracuda, and colorful reef fish.  
Note: Participants must be at least 4 years of age, weigh no more than 275 lbs. and must be able to get in and 
out of kayaks unassisted. Snorkel equipment, a snack and beverage is included. Wear your swimsuit and bring a 
towel.

St. John Island Tour 
Approximate Duration: 4 hours    Level 1, Family Recommended 
Upon arriving in St. John, you'll view some of the most wonderful sights in the Caribbean, including white-sand 
beaches, crystal-clear waters and island views of the British Virgin Islands.

Approximate Duration: 3 hours    Level 2, Age Requirements 
Sit back and enjoy a relaxing sail to Shipwreck Cove at Buck Island aboard our beautiful 65-foot sailing 
catamaran, ‘Castaway Girl’, a fast and stable vessel, affording spacious sunbathing decks and a large,  
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comfortable cockpit for those preferring the shade. After an exhilarating sail on the crystal-clear waters of the 
Caribbean, the Captain will drop anchor off magnificent Buck Island where our friendly, experienced crew will 
provide snorkeling instructions and any assistance you may need. As our crew snorkel along with you, you’ll have 
ample time to observe a sunken shipwreck, brilliant coral reefs and tropical fishes. While listening to some 
wonderful music, enjoy complimentary rum smoothies, sodas and water, along with dry snacks, during the 
relaxing sail back to your ship.

Approximate Duration: 3 ¾ hours   Level 2, Age Requirements, Family Recommended 
The St. Thomas Jeep® & Beach Safari takes you off the beaten path of tourism. On this excursion you can do the 
driving yourself, or you can sit back and enjoy the ride. You’re met at your ship by your tour guide and escorted 
on a 10-15 minute walk to where the Jeep Wranglers® are located. The caravan loads up and heads off to the 
beaches and the breathtaking views, along a route that covers 32 miles of a 13 mile-long island. Two of the best 
beaches on St. Thomas are visited, one on the Caribbean side and the other on the Atlantic. Combined, you'll 
enjoy over an hour-and-a-half of swimming time. Your guide will point out the local fruits and flowers and there 
may be a spontaneous stop at a local pottery shop (sometimes closed) along the way. The St. Thomas Jeep® & 
Beach Safari is the best excursion for those with a spirit of adventure! Tours sells out so sign up early in order to 
participate!  
Note: Participants must be at least 25 years of age to drive and provide a valid drivers license. Bring a towel, 
cover-up and sunscreen.

The highlight of the trip is when a diver is surrounded by schools of fish and dangerous 
green spotted moray eels. Back on shore, your tour continues to the French capital of Marigot, where you’ll have time 
to explore this attractive port city with its sidewalk cafes, open-air market and duty-free shops.

Lounge chairs are complimentary and umbrellas are available for rent.  
Note: Orient Beach is a European-style, clothing-optional beach. A credit card is required for water sports equipment 
rental. Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel.

Natural Wonders  
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours    Level 2, Guests with Disabilities 
Experience the full beauty of natural St. Maarten on a tour that takes you on a journey of discovery. After boarding  
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your air-conditioned bus at the dock, make the scenic trip to some of St. Martin’s best ecological attractions and 
areas. Travel along Philipsburg’s natural salt ponds as your guide provides interesting information regarding the 
importance of the salt ponds to the eco-system. Then arrive at the St. Martin Park where a guide will introduce you to 
some very unique residents, including an amazing array of parrots – blue and gold, green-winged and scarlet 
macaws. See the Caribbean and American tropics come alive, with 80 species of mammals, birds, reptiles, 
amphibians and invertebrates displayed in a tropical, garden setting. After enjoying a beverage at the Monkey Bar, 
your tour continues through the mountainous middle region, and heads for the area of Oyster Pond. Along this 
picturesque eastern coastal road, you can view St. Barth’s, Tintemarre, and the many smaller islets that dot the 
Caribbean Sea. A brief stop allows you to climb a small wooden lookout at Baie D’Embouchure. Your guide will 
discuss the environmental importance of the reefs and the mangroves that can be seen from this area before heading 
back into the interior, passing mangrove colonies along the way.

Take a leisurely cruise along the south coast of the British Virgin Islands and enjoy breathtaking scenery. Moving 
smoothly through the crystal waters of the Caribbean Sea you'll view some of the other Virgin Islands such as 
Peter, Salt, and Cooper before your snorkeling experience.

Dolphin Encounter 
Approximate Duration: 2 hours    Level 2, Age Requirements, Family Recommended 
After check-in and a brief orientation, taxis will pick you up for a short transfer to the Prospect Reef Facility. You'll 
descend a set of stairs into the beautiful Caribbean Sea on a submerged platform in waist-deep water, and have 
the chance to interact with the dolphins, including the swim-by and a kiss for a wonderful photo opportunity. The 
fast swim allows the dolphin to demonstrate their incredible speed and power, and you'll see several other 
behaviors designed to educate and fascinate you as you share an approximately 30-minute visit with these 
beautiful marine mammals. After the encounter, you'll be able to view the photos and video that was taken during 
the program.  
Note: Participants must be at least 4 years of age. Participants enter the water and stand on a submerged 
platform (a 4 foot depth) while the dolphin interacts at the commands of the trainers. Wear your swimsuit and 
bring a towel. Not recommended for pregnant women or those who suspect they are pregnant.

Dolphin Swim 
Approximate Duration: 2 hours    Level 2, Age Requirements, Family Recommended 
Travel through Road Town in a tour bus to the Dolphin Lagoon at Prospect Reef Resort. An approximately 30-
minute introductory talk about the dolphins and procedures is given before you join the dolphin trainer's poolside 
to receive your life vests. Then, enter the water and interact with the dolphins as they go through their 20-to 30-
minute swim session.  
Note: Participants must be at least 8 years of age. Participants enter the water to stand on the submerged  
platform (a 4 foot depth) where you’ll get to give the dolphin a hand rub, tummy rub and kiss as well as swim in 
the open pool with the dolphins. Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel. Not recommended for pregnant women or 
those who suspect they are pregnant.

Virgin Gorda Highlights 
Approximate Duration: 4 ½ hours   Level 2, Family Recommended 
Take an approximately 40-minute cruise along the Sir Francis Drake Channel to Spanish Town, Virgin Gorda. 
Open safari buses take you on an approximately 20-minute drive through Spanish Town to The Baths for 
swimming in the unique atmosphere of mammoth boulders, palms, and sea caves. Travel along the trails and 
boulders to discover hidden caves and sea pools.  
Note: Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel. The footpath to The Baths is rough, consists of uneven terrain and 
goes through small spaces. Snorkel gear can be rented on the beach.

Sage Mountain Hike & Beach 
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours   Level 3, Age Requirements 
Sage Mountain towers 1,760 feet above sea level and is the highest peak on the Virgin Islands. Mahogany trees 
with complex roots cling on to the rock face, and lianas, moss and numerous orchids drain moisture from tree  
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trunks and hollows. You'll have approximately one hour with your guide to hike along a mile of one of the nature 
trails with spectacular views of the neighboring islands. Continue to a picturesque white-sand beach with 
sheltering palms. Here you have approximately one hour to swim, snorkel, sunbathe, or simply relax. Restroom 
facilities and several beach shops are available for your convenience. We also stop for a short visit to the 
Callwood Distilleries, where you can see the rum process from the past and present.  
Note: Participants must be at least 8 years of age and in good physical condition. Wear your swimsuit and bring a 
towel. Beach chairs are available at an additional cost.

Rinse the ‘dust 
of the trail’ off with a swim, or just relax on the white-sand beach.  
Note: Participants must be at least 5 years of age. Road is bumpy. This tour is not recommended for pregnant 
women or those with back and neck problems. Wear your swimsuit and bring a towel.

Approximate Duration: 4 hours    Level 1, Family Recommended 
Start with a scenic drive and photo stop on your way to enjoy one of Tortola's beautiful beaches, and experience 
total relaxation. Swim in the crystal-clear waters or just relax. Choice of beach is subject to change depending on 
sea and weather conditions. We’ll bring you back to your ship or drop you off at the downtown area.
