Your guide will 
provide a narrative through the mile-long journey to the 580-foot level. Enjoy breathtaking views of the 
Mendenhall wetlands, Gastineau Channel, and Admiralty Island from the viewpoint on Thunder Mountain. Next, 
it’s off to the Mendenhall Glacier.

Gold Creek Salmon Bake 
Approximate Duration: 1 ½ hours  Level 1, Meal, Family Recommended 
At the Gold Creek Salmon Bake, wild Alaskan caught salmon is grilled over an open alderwood fire. Enjoy the 
pasta primavera, Cheechako baked chicken, Chilkoot baked beans, Tongass wild-rice pilaf, a variety of fresh 
salads, corn bread, blueberry cake, and lemonade, coffee or tea. Beer and wine are available for an additional  
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charge. Dine beside Salmon Creek, nestled in the lush foliage of southeast Alaska’s rainforest, under translucent 
domes that protect you rain or shine. Afterwards, roast marshmallows over a crackling campfire and view the 
beautiful Salmon Creek waterfall; remnants of the historic Wagner Mine can also be seen. Return to your ship at 
leisure aboard one of the Salmon Bake shuttle buses.

Approximate Duration: 3 hours   Level 1, Meal, Family Recommended  
Relive Juneau’s gold rush history by panning for gold, and then enjoy a delicious salmon bake at Salmon Creek.

Approximate Duration: 1 ½ hours  Level 1, Family Recommended 
A costumed prospector will drive you to historic Last Chance Basin. Retrace the route used by Joe Juneau and 
Richard Harris in their search for gold. Near the famous Alaska-Juneau gold mine, one of the world’s largest hard 
rock mining operations, you’ll have a chance to pan for gold. See the remnants of the mine and learn about the 
discovery of gold here and how it was mined.

Juneau Sport Fishing 
Approximate Duration: 5 hours   Level 1 
Troll for salmon aboard a fully equipped 28-40-foot charter boat, complete with fish finders and downriggers. All 
rods are firmly secured in rod holders, so you don’t even have to hold them. With just four to six passengers per 
boat, you’ll enjoy ideal conditions for fishing. For an additional charge, your catch can be flash frozen or smoked 
and shipped to your home (U.S. only).   
Note: Actual fishing duration is approximately 3 1/2 hours. We recommend participants wear rubber-soled shoes. 
Alaska State Law requires a fishing license which can be purchased in cash on the fishing boat for $20. During 
king salmon season, you must purchase an additional $10 tag. Fish cannot be stored on board the ship. 
 
Note: For the following whale watching tours, in order to fully enjoy a close encounter with wildlife, we 
recommend you bring a warm, rainproof jacket for viewing from the observation deck. Whale sightings 
are guaranteed, or you’ll receive $100 cash back ($50 for children) as you disembark the whale watching 
vessel. These tours are suitable for all ages.

Whale Watching Adventure 
Approximate Duration: 3 hours   Level 1, Family Recommended 
Enjoy this encounter via jet boat as you search the waters for humpback whales! The boat is fully enclosed and 
features a heated cabin, large viewing windows and an outer deck for viewing, and is equipped with binoculars 
and an underwater microphone. Your Captain will choose a route to find other animals as well, including 
porpoises, seals, sea lions, eagles, and more.

Be amazed by the 
gracefulness of these ocean giants as they slowly arc their tail flukes into the air, sometimes close enough to hear 
them breathe. The vessel is equipped with binoculars, and souvenir route maps are provided. While enjoying the 
peaceful ambiance of Alaska’s long evening glow, you’ll be treated to a variety of appetizers, desserts and 
complimentary beverages.

Tracy Arm Fjord & Glacier Explorer 
Approximate Duration: 5 hours   Level 1, Family Recommended 
*This tour is not available for guests on Norwegian Pearl 
See the very best of the Tracy Arm wilderness area and an exciting close-up view of the majestic twin Sawyer 
Glaciers. Relax in the warm, spacious cabin, surrounded by large windows on a luxurious, high-speed catamaran 
as you depart Juneau harbor before your ship. Enjoy a variety of complimentary snacks and beverages while 
watching for gleaming, blue icebergs, which often mark the shallow-water entrance to Tracy Arm. Explore this ice-
carved fjord, tracing the bases of cliffs that rise 4,000 feet above the jade-colored sea, as the onboard naturalist 
provides information about the area. There will be frequent stops to view wildlife. Feel the mist on your face as 
your Captain skillfully guides the vessel almost directly under a plunging waterfall. The catamaran’s extraordinary 
maneuverability will allow you to get close to North Sawyer Glacier, which cannot be approached by larger ships. 
You’ll then cruise slowly past seals resting atop recently-carved icebergs en route to a viewing stop near the face 
of spectacular South Sawyer Glacier. From the topside observation deck, you’ll be able to fully experience ‘white 
thunder,’ as immense spires of ice break from the glacier and crash into the sea. Following an extended drift near 
the glacier’s face, the catamaran will maneuver back into open water to pull alongside your awaiting cruise ship.  
Note: We recommend participants bring a warm jacket, hat and gloves to wear on the observation deck. In the 
event that unpredictable and ever-changing ice conditions preclude the vessel from entering the upper reaches of 
Tracy Arm fjord, the tour will be modified to explore Endicott Arm, an adjacent fjord and tidewater glacier of equal 
beauty. Due to diminishing daylight and ice conditions, this tour is not available in early May, late August and the 
month of September.

Glacier Flightseeing via Floatplane 
Approximate Duration: 1 ¼ hours  Level 1, Flight, Family Recommended 
The grandeur of Alaska will amaze you on this unforgettable multi-glacier flightseeing tour. Explore Juneau  
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Icefields most-stunning glaciers by floatplane. Fly past waterfalls and lush green rainforests as the narration 
describes the unfolding scenery. The highlight will be the views of the magnificent glaciers, remnants of the Ice 
Age making up the Juneau Icefields 1,500 square miles of solid ice. Soar past the imposing faces, deep 
crevasses and azure blue melt water pools of the Norris, Hole-In-The-Wall, East and West Twin Glaciers and the 
Mighty Taku. Of the Icefields 36 named glaciers, the Taku Glacier, five miles wide at its base, is the only glacier 
not retreating (it’s actually advancing)! Keep a lookout for possible wildlife such as goats, moose, bears, and 
eagles.  
Note: Flight time is approximately 40 minutes. All guests have a window seat. Weight surcharge does not apply.

Taku Glacier Lodge Flight & Feast 
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours  Level 1, Meal, Flight, Family Recommended 
For the ultimate Alaskan experience, combine glacier flightseeing with a remote log cabin, wilderness trails, 
wildlife, and a scrumptious king salmon feast. This narrated flightseeing tour departs by floatplane from the 
Juneau harbor, View five breathtaking glaciers and deep-blue crevasses of the Juneau Icefield. Snow-capped 
mountains, cascading waterfalls and lush forests await you on your way to a remote wilderness lodge. Historic 
Taku Lodge was built in 1923, directly across from the picturesque Hole-In-The- Wall Glacier. After a warm 
welcome, the aroma of fresh wild Alaska King Salmon tells you the feast is about to begin (there’s even actual 
glacier ice to cool your drinks). Your host will entertain you with stories of Taku Lodge’s colorful past, including 
characters such as Mary Joyce and her famous 1,000-mile dogsled trip, which put Taku Lodge on the Alaska 
map. This unique lodge is decorated with old dog sleds, hunting and trapping gear, furs and other Alaskan 
memorabilia. After your meal, take a relaxing stroll along the well-maintained trails of the old growth forest 
independently, enjoy a guided interpretative nature walk, or warm yourself by a crackling fireplace. All the while 
keep an eye out for the black bears that can’t resist the aroma of grilled salmon. This trip will be an experience to 
remember.  
Note: Flight time is approximately 50 minutes. All guests have a window seat. Weight surcharge does not apply.

Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours  Level 2, Weight Requirements, Family Recommended, Raingear 
Floating past the Mendenhall Glacier, enjoy spectacular views of hanging glaciers, towering peaks and glacial 
topography. As you float down the river, you’ll encounter stretches of moderate rapids as your guide explains the 
natural phenomena at work in this scenic valley.  
Note: Participants must weigh at least 40 lbs. Float duration is approximately two hours. Outerwear is provided at 
the site. During the float trip, there is a short portion which goes through Class Two rapids. Please note this is not 
a white water experience. Each raft carries eight to 12 people and is rowed by an experienced guide. This tour 
operates under a special use permit issued by the U.S. Forest Service.

Mendenhall Glacier Lake Canoe  
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours  Level 2, Weight Requirements, Raingear 
Paddle to the face of the Mendenhall Glacier in a 28-foot, 12-person traditional Native canoe, similar to ones used 
by the Tlingit Natives. Your guide will share traditional legends and history of the Mendenhall Glacier area. The 
journey across the iceberg-studded lake will transport you to a world of stunning beauty in this magnificent land. 
Note: Participants must weigh at least 50 lbs. All guests must be able to participate in paddling the canoe. 
Paddling duration is approximately 1 1/2 hours. Outerwear is provided at the site. This tour operates under a 
special use permit issued by the U.S. Forest Service. 
 
Tour Code: JNU_28 
Glacier View Sea Kayak 
Approximate Duration: 3 ½ hours  Level 2, Age & Weight Requirements 
Drive to North Douglas Island for scenic views of the Mendenhall Glacier and Auke Bay. After receiving your gear

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and instructions, climb aboard your two-person kayak to navigate the Mendenhall Wetlands and on a clear day 
see the Mendenhall Glacier. The kayaks will give you a sense of how the Aleut Indians traveled the costal 
waterways of Alaska.  
Note: Participants must be at least 6 years of age, weigh between 40 and 250 lbs. and be in good physical 
condition. Paddling duration is approximately 1 1/2 hours.

Town, Tram & Trek 
Approximate Duration: 2 ½ hours                   Level 1, Raingear, Hiking Boots 
Learn about the events that led to Juneau’s prosperity with highlights that include views of the Governor’s 
Mansion, Capitol Building, and even the fabled Red Dog Saloon. Enjoy a picture stop that frames the downtown 
area and your cruise ship against the dramatic backdrop of Mt. Roberts. Afterwards, board the tram for a ride up 
to the Mountain House at 1,800 feet. Hit the 3/4-mile Alpine trail that is delicately interwoven with the timberline 
forest. On this tour, you’ll see a live bald eagle, totemic Tlingit tree carvings, and scenic views from several 
platform overlooks. Your experience concludes atop the mountain with an opportunity to enjoy a cup of cider as 
you shop for unique Alaskan gifts.  
Note: This excursion departs from the cruise ship pier. Participants must be in good physical condition, able to 
climb stairs and walk for 1 1/2 hours over uneven terrain with an elevation gain of 200 feet. Comfortable walking 
shoes are recommended. Rain ponchos and walking sticks are provided if needed. In the early season, due to 
snow levels on the mountain, you may walk an alternate trail before ascending the tram.

Your guide selects the glacier trail best suited for the group’s ability and the day’s hiking conditions. Experience 
cascading waterfalls, serene meadows and quiet forest glens. During much of the hike, the views are panoramic, 
encompassing expanses of glacier-carved wilderness.  
Note: This excursion is suited for those who love to hike, and are physically able to do so for 3 1/2 hours. 
Depending on the trail chosen for the day, you’ll hike between four to six miles, with a possible elevation gain of 
600 to 1,000 feet. Sturdy footgear is recommended.

No matter your skill level, you'll 
fish like a local, with a Penn rod and Penn 114 reel in your own two hands, working the sandy flats, drifting with 
the current, jigging in waters as deep as 300 feet. Spend the day with an experienced Alaskan guide, in pursuit of 
the elusive halibut, learning the secrets of fishing circle hooks, working the tides and battling your leviathan. 
Although the 15 to 30 lb ‘chicken’ halibut are the most delectable, halibut over 100 lbs. grace our docks regularly.

Enjoy a scenic boat ride to remote Neets Bay for the chance to watch black bears feeding on salmon in their 
native streams and along the beaches. After a narrated transfer by bus or van to Knudsen Cove, board a high 
speed boat and travel 34 miles to Neets Bay where your Captain will scout the shoreline and you’ll see where 
bears catch salmon as they enter their spawning streams. Then you’ll stop near a salmon hatchery where it’s 
common to see several bears at once. From the boat, great pictures and video can also be taken of the eagles 
and seals which are plentiful in this area.   
Note: Participants must be at least 4 years of age and must be able to step into and out of boat without 
assistance. Maximum weight allowed 325 lbs. We recommend that you wear warm, layered clothing. The waters 
of Behm Canal can be a little rough at times.

You’ll venture into the backcountry wilds of George 
Inlet, making a narrow pass to Gem Cove, a small hidden cove that larger vessels can’t get into. You’ll then head 
over to a remote wilderness beach that is obscured by shoreline on over three sides. Here a friendly camp jack 
will be waiting with a warm fire, hot beverage, snack, and a smile.  After a short break at the camp, you’ll board 
your boat and start the return back to town with a couple of short stops along the way for more wildlife viewing 
and scenery. Throughout this nearly 30 miles of coastal exploration, your guide will be delivering an informative 
narration covering the area’s history, geology, culture and ecology by using the marine radios (equipped on each 
boat) on a low-use frequency. Once back in town, you’ll dock your boat, return to the expedition base to slough off 
your gear and warm up with another hot beverage, and then be escorted back to your ship.

Once at the cannery, guided tours and 
interpretive panels throughout the extensive site reveal the roll the industrial fishery played in the economic and 
cultural development of north western British Columbia, Canada and the continent. North Pacific Cannery hosts 
tens of thousands of visitors annually, on a site of 30 buildings dating as far back as 1885, connected by a scenic 
boardwalk and a unique 45,000 square foot working dock. It has also become an important institution for the 
preservation and cultivation of the identity and culture of the Skeena and north coast region of British Columbia. 
Guided tours and performances that showcase the history of the fishery, a quaint cafe, small gift shop and 
countless photo opportunities are some of many highlights of this tour.

Approximate Duration: 2 ½ hours  Level 1, Age Requirements 
This experience is designed for the discerning traveler with a sense for some oenophile adventure. Enjoy an 
introduction to the city, and partake in a unique opportunity pairing wine with chocolate at one of Victoria’s finest 
wineries. Departing pier side you will pass by Beacon Hill Park, and a multifaceted inner harbor, a romantic and 
most photographed area. With views of a rolling landscape and farms en-route, you will arrive at the winery 
second to none for its natural surroundings and architectural design. Partake in the pleasure of pairing wine with 
chocolate truffles, and this pleasure is deepened with knowledge shared by an interactive presentation allowing 
you to understand how to interpret all the information available to your senses of sight, smell and taste. Later you 
may independently taste ice-wine or simply browse the wine and gift shop.  
Note: Participants must be at least 19 years of age for the wine tasting. A valid photo I.D. is required.

Approximate Duration: 2 hours   Level 2, Family Recommended 
There are fewer cities more spectacularly suited for a walking tour than Victoria!  This two hour excursion will start 
at the Ogden Point Cruise Terminal and head out along the seawall, lined with the well manicured lawns and 
gardens of those lucky enough to live with a view of the Strait of Juan De Fuca and the Olympic Mountain Range.  
Continue up towards Beacon Hill Park, with views of the famous Inner Harbor. From here you’ll head down into 
the heart of town, full of shopping, restaurants, nightclubs and more. The Inner Harbor of Victoria is a bustling 
region with regular seaplane departures to the surrounding islands, street performers, local crafts, and food 
vendors. This is also the location of the Royal BC Museum, the British Columbia Parliament Buildings, and the 
world famous Fairmont Empress Hotel, faced with century old ivy covered walls. Your guide will share with you 
the inside stories and history of the area, and the insiders knowledge unique to the City of Victoria.

The Double Decker is designed to allow for plenty of photo 
opportunities, this tour winds through town to capture sights of Chinatown, Old Town, Beacon Hill Park, Marine 
Drive, Antique Row, Fisherman's Wharf, the majestic Legislative Buildings and the Inner Harbour.  
Note: This tour is conducted on an open-air or open-top Vintage Double Decker bus. It is recommended that 
guests be prepared for inclement weather, wind, rain or cool temperatures by wearing or bringing a coat and hat 
especially in the spring and fall.

The downtown area remains walkable and multifaceted with century-old low-rise 
stone buildings, specialty shops, restaurants, pubs and a Chinatown that was the first in Canada. Multiple stops 
downtown will help you make the most of your experience.  
Note: Tickets are valid all day. Service will run between the pier and town. Service will commence upon arrival 
and run until all aboard time.
